A six-week on-the-job learning period, with trainers providing
on-site guidance.
A Finnish language module that prepares participants for
common service interactions in real-life situations.

By studying online, you can learn the language and gain
insights into Finnish culture and society just as effectively
as in a classroom—or even better. Participating in lessons
is easy and convenient from the comfort of your home!
This approach is both economically sustainable and
accessible. It enables training even in situations where
there are only a few Swedish-speaking individuals in a
single municipality or when participants live far apart with
limited public transportation options.
Groups can be easily divided into smaller subgroups
based on skill levels, allowing new students to join
ongoing training as soon as places become available.
Arffman’s online learning environment also provides
students the flexibility to review and revisit previously
learned material at their own pace.
